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Hosta of the Year 2007: 'Paradigm'’

Hosta are among the most popular of perennials for shady areas, with hundreds of varieties now
readily available. Plants form a sturdy mound
of foliage, topped with airy blooms. Each
year the American Hosta Growers Associa-
tion selects its Hosta of the Year to recognize
hosta plants that are good garden plants in
all regions of the country, are widely avail-
able, and retail for no more than $15.00 in
the year of selection. Since 1996 they have
chosen great varieties that have exception-
ally decorative foliage, showy or fragrant
flowers, and perform well throughout USDA
hardiness zones 3-9. Their choice for 2007 is
'‘Paradigm.’

This variety, a sport of ‘Abiqua Recluse’ re-

leased by Walden West in 1999, was for-

merly known as ‘Abiqua Paradigm.’ It is one

of the best gold-centered hostas with nice

substance and texture. The beautiful, corru-
gated chartreuse to gold leaves have wide, irregular, dark blue-green margins. The variegation and
contrast intensifies as the season progresses. Each leaf is roughly heart-

shaped with a glossy finish. In mid-summer nearly white to pale lavender

flowers are produced on 2 foot tall scapes.

Because of it parentage ('Abiqua Recluse' is a cross between 'White Vision'

and 'Sum and Substance'), Paradigm produces large leaves and eventually

grows into a fairly large clump. The heavy, textured leaves hold up well in

summer heat and are not
prone to slug damage. The
plants grow about 1% feet high
and can spread as wide as 3%:-
4 feet. This vigorous cultivar is
a relatively fast grower in both
cool and warm climates.

This variety is good as a speci-

men or mixed in bold groups. It makes a good foundation
planting for shady spots and works well in containers
when young.

You get access to knowledgeable
speakers and members as a part of your membership fee, and access to unusual hosta varieties at
the annual hosta auction. The locations for our events and any refreshments that may be served
there are also paid for out of member dues. The plant auction is our main source of income, so we
hope you will come and buy some cheap, unusual hostas, meet some of your fellow hotaphiles and
swap some hosta success stores. We hope to negotiate a discount on hostas purchased from some
of the suppliers on our ‘suppliers list’ for 2008 and onwards. There is a bus tour each year which
takes you to experts’ gardens and nurseries: this pays for itself with your bus trip payment. We give a
bursary to a student of Niagara College to encourage students, and we pay for hostas to be planted
at such places as the Royal Botanical Gardens in Hamilton. We have remembered those executive
colleagues who have passed away while in office with the O.H.S. by purchasing a bench in their
honor. All in all we think that you get great value for money with your subscription, and encourage
you to ask any more questions you may have of you executive, who are all volunteers. If any of you
would like to volunteer along side of us as our society grows, it would be much appreciated. We have
a lot of fun doing it and our volunteers are the glue that holds us together.
